HEALTH

ACCOMPANIED STATUS - DEPENDANTS

Depending on the availability of funding, Progressio may be able to consider development workers who will be accompanied by their partner and/or child(ren). Progressio has no responsibility for securing employment or work visas for dependants, and in some countries, local law may not allow an accompanying dependant to work.
